Guidelines for voluntary/community groups applying to the fund

Background Information: The Warm Homes Healthy People initiative was announced by The Department of Health during publication of the Cold Weather Plan for England on 1 November 2011. This fund contributes to a range of advice and support to help individuals, families and carers to prepare for cold weather, supporting the health and well-being of the most vulnerable.
Who can apply: Voluntary and community groups in Knowsley who are supporting vulnerable older people and also people suffering severe economic disadvantage and poverty. 
What is the focus of the fund? Projects and initiatives that support vulnerable people through the winter months. 
The fund aims to improve public health by reducing the levels of death and illness and disease due to cold housing. Funding will be available for community groups who support vulnerable people at risk of suffering deleterious effects to their health from severe cold, especially arising from cold housing. 
Priority will be given to those organisations who enable older people to solve their own winter problems with projects such as sharing meals and encouraging people to shop for each other.
Which areas are covered? Knowsley
How much is available? Grants of up to £2,500 are available.  
What sort of things will the fund cover? 
• Projects that involve the giving of advice relating to warm home checks or which signpost to a local energy advice service
• Assistance with shopping for those unable to get out
• Winter relief packs 
• Food deliveries to house bound residents

•Liaison with PCTs, GPs, and Social Care departments, to work with them to set up lists of vulnerable people, and assist with calls as and when a Met Office cold weather alert is triggered.

•Initiate a local 'summit' of voluntary organisations to share ideas about their concerns for their client group in periods of cold weather and the resources they could deploy or share with others in that event.
•Winter warmth campaigns
•Advice and information services which maximise income, improve household energy efficiency and promote healthy eating

•Equipment and resources for luncheon clubs/community centres which cater for vulnerable older people

•Transport to doctor’s appointments or to day centres 

•Additional food and clothing 

•Workshops to help people out of fuel poverty in the long term

•   Emergency food hampers

Any special criteria: 
Grants must be spent by 31st March 2012.
Projects should look to support approximately 50 local people

1.  A signed copy of the group’s rules or constitution 
2. A signed copy of the group’s latest annual accounts or income/expenditure document 
3. A copy of a recent bank statement for your group
4. A signed copy of the group’s current Safeguarding Policy. All applicants must ensure that they hold relevant policies and procedures in place to undertake activities, such as Criminal Records Bureau checks and/or a health and safety policy, depending on proposed activity. If unsure about what you need please contact the Community Foundation for help (details below)
NB: If you have applied to us previously and have already submitted copies of the above documents, you do not need to send them in again. However, a bank statement is required with every application.
