First draft of new charity
accounting rules by end of the year

The Accounting Standards
Board hopes to present the
first draft of a new
accounting regime for
charities and other public
benefit entities by the end of
the year.

The rules will be drawn up
as part of the process of
bringing the UK's
accounting regulations in
line with new International
Financial Reporting
Standards.

Andrew Lennard, chair of
the ASB's Committee for
Accounting for Public
Benefit Entities, which sets
the relevant standard and is
also known as Cape, said he
expected the document to

Giving World Online

Giving World Online is a
scheme set up to help to

Big Lottery Fund share of good
cause money reduced to 40%

The voluntary and

The Department for Culture,

New fund for community groups

The government will set up
a fund to foster the creation
of community groups in
deprived areas, Francis
Maude, Minister for the
Cabinet Office, has
revealed .

Maude said the fund, called
Communities First, would
provide start-up funding for
community groups in
disadvantaged parts of the
country. He did not say how
much the fund was worth or
when it would open.

"It's easier to set up a gang
than to set up a community
response to a gang

problem,” he told delegates
at a conference in London.

Charities would be
encouraged to offer support

to the community groups
financed by the fund, said
Maude.

The minister said that one of
the government's main aims
was to increase social
capital in local areas by
creating small
neighbourhood groups.

"We want to be super-local,
seriously neighbourhood-
based and almost
microscopically granular,”.

The government would also
ensure that charities and
social enterprises bidding
for payment-by-results
contracts in welfare or the
rehabilitation of prisoners
would have access to
working capital so they
were able to compete,
Maude said.

The Minister also told the
conference, run by strategy
and fundraising consultancy
Action Planning that the
government would cut red
tape to make it easier to set
up a charity or a social
enterprise, and said the third
sector would receive a
"better share" of public
funds.

A spokesman for the
Cabinet Office said later
that the fund would operate
in the most deprived areas
of England with low social
capital. The amount in the
fund would be decided in
the coming months.

HMRC will assume employees are

“fit and proper persons’

The fit and proper persons
test was introduced by the
Finance Act in April, and
allows HMRC to deny tax
relief to a charity if it feels
that a senior employee or
trustee is a fraud risk.

The test governs whether
charities are entitled to tax
relief and is intended to
reduce the risk of fraud
after the extension of UK
tax reliefs to donation to
charities in all EU
countries.

The test has been heavily
criticised by charity
umbrella groups and
lawyers because it adds
more administration for
charities and because
there is no right of appeal
against it.

"Provided charities take
appropriate steps on
appointing personnel, they
may assume that they
meet the management
condition at all times
unless, exceptionally, they
are challenged by
HMRC," the new
guidance says.

It says that the legislation
is necessary because Gift
Aid is paid up front, rather
than in arrears, making it
difficult for money paid
out on fraudulent claims
to be recovered.

It also says the only
people who will be
disqualified are those with
a history of fraud or abuse
of the tax system, or who
are disqualified by the
courts or a regulator from
acting as a trustee or
company director.

Helen Donoghue, director

of the Charity Tax Group, an
umbrella body that campaigns
for a better deal for charities
on tax, said she felt that the
new guidance eased the extra
administrative burden .

She said the guidance could
be amended again once
HMRC had had more time to
consider its stance. However,
she said she was still
concerned about the impact
on individuals identified as
not being 'fit and proper'

because the guidance did not
fully address this.

"It will be difficult for an
individual in that situation to
defend themselves, and it
would also be difficult for
the charity to justifying
spending money on their
defence," she said. "It will
also be difficult for a charity
to move an individual or
dismiss them, based only on
a recommendation from
HMRC."

Charity Commission demand cash

Fraudsters posing as Charity
Commission staff are
attempting to get charities to
hand over money for bogus
services.

The Commission has alerted
the police after being
informed by a number of
charities that they had
received telephone calls
from people claiming to be
from the "debt collection
department” at the
Commission and demanding
payment for services and
advertisements.

A Commission
spokeswoman said it had
received a "small number of
calls" about the scam, which
in some cases involved
demands being made by
fraudsters for thousands of
pounds. She did not say
whether any charities had

Charity Commission updates risk

guidance

The Charity Commission
has issued updated guidance
setting out the risks charities
face in carrying out
fundraising activities.

Charities and Fundraising
outlines the governance,
financial, legal, operational
and reputational risks
trustees should be aware of
and advises them to compile
written risk-management
plans.

The guidance, which was
last updated in April 2008
and has been rewritten, also
explains how the self-
regulation of fundraising fits

handed over money.

Andrew Hind, Chief
Executive of the
Commission, said: "I am
outraged that individuals are
misusing the good name of
the Commission in this
way."

A Commission statement
said: "Any call from
someone claiming to work
with or on behalf of the
Commission, and claiming
any payment in a
threatening way, is clearly
bogus.

"The Commission does not
charge for any of its
services to charities; it does
not get involved in debt
collection either directly or
through contracting third
parties to do so; and nor
does it collect debt on

regulation of charity law. It
provides information on self
-regulatory bodies such as
the Institute of Fundraising
and the Fundraising
Standards Board as well as
codes of fundraising
practice.

Rosie Chapman, Executive

"But it is complicated and
burdensome for charities."

He said the sector would need
to recognise that some
measurement was necessary
and develop effective metrics
to measure its outputs. But he
said the government would
have to realise it was
unrealistic to apply the "gold
standard" of SROI to many
organisations.

He said that SROI remained a
potentially useful goal for
both sides to work towards in
the future.
