A guide to help charities 

avoid falling foul of scams 

perpetrated by its own staff 

or by funding applicants has 

been published by the 

Charity Commission. 
 

The guidance, which is 

aimed at trustees, includes 

advice on spotting signs of 

fraud and information about 

reporting fraud to the 

Commission and the police. 
 

It also gives information on 

how trustees and managers 

can devise and implement 

action plans to deal with 

fraud. 
 

The publication includes a 

number of case studies that 

cite examples of charity 

fraud. In one instance, a 

charity's treasurer opened a 

bank account for the 

organisation and used the 

cheques to obtain money for 

himself. The treasurer was 

charged with theft after the 

police were alerted by a 

trustee who became 

suspicious. 

 

In another case, three 

members of a family 

committed a number of 

fraudulent acts against grant

-making charities, which 

included applying for grants 

of up to £60,000 for 

"spurious projects" that 

were so vague it was 

difficult to check whether 

they had actually been 

implemented. 
 

The guide also lists warning 

signs of possible money 

laundering, including: 

 large unexpected 

donations from unknown 

individuals, organisations 

or other sources unknown 

to the trustees 

money being offered as a 

loan to the charity for a 

period of time, after 

which it is to be returned 

or sent elsewhere. 

Typically, the charity is 

allowed to retain the 

interest earned or some 

other small sum in return 

for agreeing to take part 

in the arrangement 

requests for assistance in 

recovering large sums of 

money where the charity 

is offered a percentage of 

the amount recovered. 

The charity might be 

asked to provide its bank 

account details or permit 

the donor to use its name 

or letterheads on the 

pretext that it is a 

necessary part of the 

recovery process. 
 

The document is the third 

installment in the regulator's 

Protecting Charities From 

Harm guide. 
 

The first two parts of the 

publication covered charities 

and terrorism, and due 

diligence and monitoring.

Affirmation  of the 

importance of clear lines of 

accountability as set out in 

the Children Act 2004 and 

the protection of the roles of 

Director of Childrenôs 

Services and Lead Members 

from additional functions, 

unless there are exceptional 

circumstances; and  
 

Strengthened monitoring of 

the effectiveness of help 

and protection by Local 

Safeguarding Children 

Boards, including multi- 

agency training for 

safeguarding and child 

protection.  
 

These recommendations are 

likely to be considered very 

seriously by Government and 

will influence legislation and 

guidance in the coming 

months. 
 

At present Knowsley 

voluntary groups should 

continue using and updating 

their existing safeguarding 

policies.

Reform  of social work 

training and placements 

with employers and 

Higher Education 

Institutions and doing 

more to prepare social 

work students for the 

challenges of child 

protection work. The 

work of the Social Work 

task Force and the Social 

Work Reform Board 

should be built upon to 

improve frontline 

expertise;  
 

Each local authority 

should designate a 

Principal Child and 

Family Social Worker to 

report the views and 

Professor Eileen Munro of 

the London School of 

Economics who was 

commissioned by the 

Government to conduct a 

wide-ranging independent 

review to improve child 

protection  published her 

final report  - A child-

centred system - in May.  
 

The report makes 15 

recommendations and 

signals a shift from previous 

reforms that, while well-

intentioned, resulted in a 

tick-box culture and a loss 

of focus on the needs of the 

child.  
 

Taken together, the 

recommendations cover the 

following key areas: 
 

Radical reduction  in the 

amount of central 

prescription to help 

safety policy and record of 

health and safety 

arrangements in one 

document.  
 

Volunteer-using 

organisations may want to 

change the second item in 

the template's statement of 

general policy to "To 

provide adequate training to 

ensure employees and 

volunteers are competent to 

do their work", and the third 

item to "To engage and 

consult with employees and 

volunteers on day-to-day 

health and safety conditions 

and provide advice and 

supervision on occupational 

health".  

Example risk assessments 

on the HSE website ð 

including for charity shops, 

food preparation and 

service, and village halls 

(also suitable for small 

community centres and 

similar premises) ð can be 

used as guides for 

completing the template, or 

can be used separately from 

the template.

and Safety information line 

will close.  
 

Information will still be 

available on a website but 

there will be no ñreal 

personò enquiries.  Linked 

to this nearly all RIDDOR 

reports (accidents which 

result in someone being off 

for three days) will need to 

be made via the website 

except for deaths and 

serious injuries.

Charity Trends website will, 

says Charities Aid 

Foundation (CAF), make it 

easy to find out information 

about a charity, such as its 

location and income. 
 

The Charities Aid 

Foundation has created a 

website that allows visitors 

to search for charities 

according to 17 different 

characteristics, including 

location, mission, income 

and number of employees or 

volunteers. 
 

Charity Trends draws on 

data submitted digitally by 

charities to the Charity 

Commission on annual 

returns. 
 

"This information was 

previously freely available 

on the Commission website, 

but it would have involved 

trawling through thousands 

of sets of accounts," said 

Richard Harrison, Director 

of Research and insight at 

CAF. "This is public data, 

and the public should be 

able to use it easily." 
 

He said that the new site, 

which is free to use, is part 

of CAF's mission to help 

charities work more 

efficiently and effectively, 

and that it had cost less than 

£50,000 to collect and 

publish the data. 
 

Information will be updated 

each month as annual 

returns are submitted to the 

Commission. 
 

Harrison said charities 

could use the data in various 

ways. "For example, you 

can find grant-makers in 

your region and rank them 

by size," he said. 
 

"You can measure whether

have risen or diminished." 

Harrison said he hoped that 

charities would eventually 

be required to submit their 

accounts to the Commission 

in a digital format, in a 

manner similar to that 

already required of 

organisations by HM 

Revenue and Customs, 

which would increase the 

amount of data available on 

the website.

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Pledges that Olympics Big Lottery 

Fund cash will be paid back  
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BT launches charitable giving website 

Government 

considers removing 

VAT charge for 

shared charity 

services 
The government might publish a 

consultation paper on the tax 

treatment of charities that share 

back-office services within the 

next two months. 
 

Charities that charge one 

another for a service, or create 

subsidiaries in order to share 

services, such as IT and HR, 

have to pay what the Charity Tax 

Group describes as an "artificial 

VAT charge". 
 

The group has lobbied the 

government to enact an EU 

directive that would remove the 

charge, which does not apply to 

private or public sector 

organisations. 
 

David Gauke, Exchequer 

Secretary to the Treasury, told a 

Commons debate on VAT and 

hospices that the EU exemption 

was being explored as part of 

government plans "to examine 

ways of ensuring that VAT does 

not act as a barrier to the reform 

of public services". 
 

Gauke said: "I can tell the house 

that one of the options under 

consideration is to issue a 

consultation paper on the 

subject within the next two 

months, and we are exploring 

that possibility closely." 
 

Liberal Democrat MPBob 

Russell, said more care services 

were likely to be transferred to 

hospices as public services were 

reformed, but the fact that there 

was not a level playing field on 

VAT could act as a deterrent. 

prompted by correspondence 

seen by the DSC that it says 

indicated the memorandum 

was being updated in the 

light of the spending review. 
 

A spokeswoman for the 

DCMS confirmed that the 

memorandum of 

understanding was being 

updated, but said this would 

not affect the repayment of 

funds to the BLF.  
 

The government was "fully 

committed" to making sure 

that the money would be 

repaid from the receipts of 

Olympic Park land sales 

after the games, she added. 

The government has pledged 

that £425m of the £638m 

contributed by the Big 

Lottery Fund towards the 

2012 Olympic Games will 

be paid back in accordance 

with a memorandum of 

understanding it signed in 

2007 with the Mayor of 

London. 
 

The Department for Culture, 

Media and Sport (DCMS) 

confirmed this in response to 

the launch of the Big Lottery 

Refund campaign by the 

Directory of Social Change. 
 

The campaign, intended to 

make sure all the money is 

paid back as promised, was 

BT worked with charities 

including Cancer Research 

UK and the NSPCC to 

develop the site. 
 

The company said it would 

run the site for free as part 

of its charitable giving 

programme, and has also 

committed to investing a 

minimum of 1% of its pre-

tax profits in community 

and environmental 

programmes. 
 

BT said the site was open to 

all UK-registered charities 

and would allow fundraisers 

to build and customise their 

own events pages. It will 

also enable them to link to 

social media sites, such as 

Facebook and Twitter, in 

order to promote 

fundraising events. 
 

Ian Livingston, Chief 

Executive of BT, said: 

"We've launched MyDonate 

because we want to ensure 

that 100%of people's 

fantastic fundraising efforts 

and donations go to the 

charities of their choice." 
 

Nick Hurd, the Minister for 

Civil Society, said this was 

a great example of how 

business could play a part in 

building the Big Society. 
 

Andrew Flanagan, Chief 

Executive of the NSPCC, 

said he thought the site 

would encourage more 

people to give online. 
 

The site has opened to 

fundraisers who wish to 

raise money for charities 

registered on it. Charities 

that want to sign up to the 

site should visit the 

MyDonate website -

www.btplc/mydonate/

index.aspx 

BT has launched MyDonate, 

a new charitable giving 

website that will rival sites 

such as JustGiving and 

Virgin Money Giving. 
 

It will not charge donors or 

charities a subscription or 

sign-up fee, or take a 

commission. However, it 

will not pay the fees charged 

by banks for debit and credit 

card payments, which will 

be deducted from donations. 
 

According to a spokesman 

for BT, a donation of £10, 

for example, would have 

15p deducted from it if it 

was made by debit card and 

13p if it was made by credit 

card. These charges would 

go to the credit and debit 

card companies. 
 

Charities will be allowed to 

receive Gift Aid on donations 

made through the site. 

 

Ben Wittenberg, Director of 

Policy at the DSC, said he 

was surprised at the 

government's response to 

the campaign but said it 

would continue until the 

money was paid back. 

"There are questions like 

how the money will be 

distributed, how it will be 

paid back and when," he 

said. "Some more detail on 

that would be really 

helpful."

(BLF) has launched a £30m 

fund for projects in England 

aimed at helping families 

and individuals avoid 

financial difficulty. 
 

The Improving Financial 

Confidence programme, 

will offer grants worth 

between £500,000 and £1m 

for projects lasting between 

three and five years, which 

will be delivered by 

partnerships led by 

voluntary sector 

organisations. 
 

The aim of the programme 

is to give people more 

confidence and skills in 

accessing and using 

financial services, such as 

bank accounts and 

affordable loans. 
 

The fund will focus on 

helping social housing 

residents, in particular those 

who have been moving in 

and out of work, are in the 

first 12 months of their 

tenancies or who are young. 
 

It will target 69 local 

authority areas that have 

been identified as having 

the most financially 

excluded residents. 
 

Voluntary sector 

partnerships are expected to 

include at least one major 

housing association and 

other relevant organisations 

from the area. 
 

Sanjay Dighe, Chair of the 

BLF's England Committee, 

said: "As part of our 

commitment to People 

Powered Change, applicants 

to Improving Financial 

Confidence will also need to 

demonstrate the 

involvement of the people 

who will benefit from it 

through its design and 

delivery. Ideas need to be 

powered by the people who 

will be the beneficiaries."

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Peter Sharp, Director of the 

charity World Wide 

Volunteering, which will be 

listed on the site, said staff at 

10 Downing Street had asked 

for the site to be set up, but 

the government had not 

provided any funding for it.  
 

"The new site will just be an 

aggregator, providing links to 

other sites, rather than 

duplicating their content," 

said Sharp. It will include a 

section where charities can 

register their interest in being 

listed on the site. 
 

The site has been developed 

and funded by U-explore, a 

company that sells technology 

products to schools. Andy 

Pickles, Chief Executive of 

the firm, said it had spent 

between £10,000 and £15,000 

on it so far, but partner 

organisations in the private 

and voluntary sectors might 

have to provide funding for it 

in future. 
 

"The government convened a 

group of partners and asked 

us to deliver this, but made it 

very clear that it would not 

fund it," he said. "We agreed 

to do so because we hope it 

will raise the profile of our 

company." 

The 

volunteering 

section of the 

site, which is 

still under 

construction, 

will provide a 

list of links to 

the websites of 

charities that 

work with 

young 

volunteers. 
 

A temporary version of the 

site is online now, and the 

full version is due to launch 

in August. 

Charities that can offer 

volunteering placements to 

young people will be listed 

on a new website that forms 

part of the governmentôs 

strategy for tackling youth 

unemployment. 
 

The site, called Whatôs Your 

Destination, will include 

links to a range of 

opportunities for young 

people, including jobs, work 

experience, higher education 

and volunteering.

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Cabinet Office 

approves Big 

Society Bank 

proposals 
The government has approved 
proposals for the Big Society 
Bank drawn up by the venture 
capitalist Sir Ronald Cohen and 
the investment banker Nick 
O'Donohoe. 

Francis Maude, Minister for the 
Cabinet Office, said he would 
back the proposals, subject to 
further development work, 
agreement from four high-street 
banks that will provide £200m of 
initial capital, and approvals from 
the Financial Services Authority 
and the European Commission, 
which must agree that the bank 
does not break its rules on state 
aid. 

"Sir Ronald Cohen and Nick 
OôDonohoe have developed a 
robust proposal for the Big 
Society Bank drawing on 
experience in the social sector," 
Maude said.. "It will be the first 
institution of its kind anywhere in 
the world dedicated to growing 
the market for investments that 
blend financial and social 
returns." 

The Cabinet Office had 
previously announced that the 
bank would be set up with 
£400m of money from unclaimed 
assets in dormant bank 
accounts, plus £200m from four 
of the countryôs largest retail 
banks, and offer capital to the 
social investment market. It is 
expected to make its first loans 
later this year. 

In the latest proposal, the bank 
will provide equity and loan 
capital to social enterprise funds 
and other intermediaries, equity 
finance for infrastructure 
organisations and underwriting 
for experimental products. It will 
not give grants and will not have 
a banking licence, meaning that 
it will technically not be a bank. 

The Treasury Select 

Committee has reopened its 

inquiry into the proposed 

abolition of cheques by 

2018 because of continued 

levels of public concern. 
 

The Payments Council 

announced in 2009 that it 

planned to phase out 

cheques by October 2018. 

However, it will not make a 

final decision until 2016. 
 

Andrew Tyrie MP chair of 

the Treasury committee, 

said that since the last 

inquiry in the early part of 

2010, it had been inundated 

by letters from the public 

saying they relied on cheques. 
 

"Many charities, small 

businesses and vulnerable 

people ï including 

pensioners ï depend on 

cheques," he said. "Their 

needs must be considered. 

They should not be forced 

into shredding their cheque 

books." 

Tyrie said he was shocked 

that the Payments Council 

had not conducted a 

rigorous cost-benefit 

analysis before giving 

evidence at the earlier 

hearing, and that he hoped 

to examine the one they had 

now been instructed to do. 
 

Richard North, chair of the 

Payments Council, said he 

welcomed the reopening of 

the inquiry. 
 

"We remain committed to 

being fully transparent and 

to keep on consulting with 

those who still rely on 

cheques, particularly older 

people, small businesses, 

charities, and clubs and 

societies," he said. 
 

"This inquiry enables us to 

reassure consumers and 

businesses that cheques will 

not disappear unless we 

deliver on our commitment 

to make sure that acceptable 

alternatives are in place and 

The government is planning 

to allow voluntary sector 

groups to use its central 

buying power to purchase 

goods and services at 

reduced cost, according to 

Nick Hurd, the Minister for 

Civil Society. 
 

Hurd said the Cabinet 

Office had held talks with 

voluntary sector umbrella 

bodies about setting up a 

mutual or cooperative that 

would buy goods and 

services for the sector such 

as stationery, energy and 

professional services, using 

the government's central 

buying office. 
 

"We have seriously got our 

act together with buying 

and have saved a lot of 

money," he said. "I would 

like the sector to be able to 

benefit from that buying 

power and aggregate their 

demand to government." 
 

"I'm talking about things 

you can buy in bulk that can 

be standardised. That can 

range from energy to 

professional services or 

traditional office stationery.  

There's actually quite a 

broad menu of things that 

increasingly the government 

is buying in bulk, and the 

savings are massive." 
 

Hurd said the talks were at 

an early stage, but umbrella 

bodies were keen on the 

idea. If a mutual or 

cooperative were set up, he 

said, it could buy resources 

for a range of charities using 

the central government 

system.

The council had been 

working on a cost-benefit 

analysis, a Payments 

Council spokeswoman said. 
 

Louise Richards, Director of 

Policy and Campaigns at the 

Institute of Fundraising, said 

the move showed the 

government was taking the 

issue seriously. 
 

"We've been worried the 

abolition would happen by 

the back door," she said. 

"This will highlight the issue 

again and will bring it into 

the public arena. It will help 

to make sure that nothing 

happens that would be 

detrimental for the charity 

sector."

More than 60% of voluntary 
sector workers are worried about 
funding cuts, a survey by the 
trade union Unite has found. 
 

More than 2,000 people 
responded to the email survey, 
which was sent to 35,000 Unite 
members and promoted to non-
members through Facebook and 
Twitter. 
 

The survey asked workers about 
their main employment 
concerns, such as funding, job 
losses and stress. 63% of 
respondents said they were 
worried about funding cuts to 
their organisation and 55% were 
worried about redundancies. 
53% of respondents said they 
were worried about stress levels. 
 

The union has released a series 
of resources to help charities 
cope with the impact of cuts, 
including online services and 
conference calls that can explain 
to members how to handle 
redundancy and how to 
challenge local authority cuts. 
 

Rachael Maskell, national officer 
for the voluntary sector at Unite, 
said the service was designed to 
empower members worried 
about the cuts. 
 

"The sector has been strangely 
silent on cuts," she said. "Many 
people have been afraid to bite 
the hand that feeds them. We 
want to help people speak out, 
right across the sector. 
 

"The scale of the cuts is really 
frightening ï right across the 
sector people are thinking that it 
could be them."

"What will happen with the
